579.5.3 – Mr Shaun Jacques stated that the Children’s Christmas party rally was cancelled by the land owner, due to the weather, and it will now be held at Nether Whitacre on Saturday 29th January 2011.

579.6.0 – Mr Rob Penny stated that a new printer had now been purchased for the Centre.

4.1
Mr Diaper confirming a transfer of £1000 from the deposit account into the Centres bank account.  Amount remaining in deposit account is £2000.

4.2 Russell Hudson confirming the interest that the Centre receives on the deposit account is still 1%.

4.4 Martin Stringer regarding the enquiry contact list requesting that copies are passed onto the Chairman, Vice Chairman, Treasurer and Rally Secretary.

Reports

5.1
Treasurer – Mrs Nadine Shaw presented her monthly report which showed the Centre funds for December.  The accounts were explained in full for the benefit of the Junior Chairman and Vice Chairman.  Mrs Nadine Shaw advised that the New Year Rally had 2 non arrivals due to illness.  She had been asked to refund the fees.  The Committee discussed the refunds and it was decided to look at the final balance sheet before making a final decision.

5.2 Rally Secretary – Mr Derek Shaw stated that planning permission for the Holiday Rally in the Gower had been refused, but he was looking into the reasons as to why and would hopefully report back his findings at the next meeting.

ACTION:-Mr Derek Shaw to advise the Committee whether the Holiday Rally in the Gower would still be going ahead.
Mr Steve Dane stated that he had provided Mr Derek Shaw with alternative sites in case the Gower is cancelled.

Mr Steve Dane also stated that he had sent the rally book for 2011 to the printers and he has received a proof copy back, which he had to proof read again, as amendments had been made by the printers.  He stated that the rally book should be with him within the next 2 weeks.  A suggestion was made by Mr Shaun Jacques to extend the rally programme for approximately 4 weeks into the New Year to give time for the new rally book to come through.  Mr Derek Shaw stated that he would look at this with his Assistant Rally Secretary, Mr Thomas East.

5.3 Social Secretary – Mr Shaun Jacques stated that the Children’s Christmas party was cancelled due to the weather and it will now be held at Nether Whitacre on 29th January 2011.  Mr Shaun Jacques also stated that he had purchased a hot plate for the Centre to be used for social events.  Mr Shaun Jacques also requested that a raffle be held at the Children’s party.  This was discussed by the Committee and agreed.

5.4 Rally Equipment Officer – Mr Mike Madelin stated that the materials for the new stands for the signs had been purchased and should be made for the next meeting.  Mr Steve Dane asked Mr Mike Madelin to look at the kit boxes to check that all items that should be enclosed are correct.

ACTION: - Mr Mike Madelin to check both kit boxes to make sure all items are correct.
ACTION: - Mr Mike Madelin to produce the new stands for the EWCC signs.

Mr Rob Penny asked if a letter had been sent to CCHQ to ask about the price of another Caravan Club flag.  Mrs Brenda Dane stated that a letter had not been done, but a letter would be sent.

ACTION: - Mrs Brenda Dane to write to CCHQ to find out how much the Caravan Club flag costs.

5.5 Equipment Sales Officer – Mr John Griffiths stated that he had produced the end of year report for all sales, and forwarded it onto Mrs Nadine Shaw.  Mr John Griffiths stated that stock needed to be purchased.  Mrs Nadine Shaw requested that the stock be looked into to make sure that everything is still applicable and being used.  

Mr Thomas East suggested that the equipment be sold on a Friday evening as well as Sunday at flag.  This was discussed and decided it would be looked at.

Mr Steve Dane asked about the clothing items being provided on the website as part of the equipment sales.  Mr Thomas East stated that this was still work in progress.  Mr Mike Madelin suggested that a board be produced with photos of the items to be showed on a Friday evening and also at flag to advertise what the Centre can provide.

ACTION:- Mr Thomas East to look at placing pictures on the website and also on a notice board for the items of clothing that can be purchased by the Centre.
5.6 Brown Bear Editor/Webmaster – Mr Rob Penny stated that the new rally programme was now on the website and he stated that out of the 46 rallies running this year, 36 rallies wished to have the online booking facility.

Mr Rob Penny stated that he hopes to get a brown bear issued at Nether Whitacre.

Mr Steve Dane stated that the road to Bretford Village Hall will be closed for approximately 20 weeks.  Mr Rob Penny stated that he has put some alternative routes on the website.

Sports Officer - Mr John Griffiths thanked his Assistant Sports Officer, Mr Paul Tomlinson, for providing the volley ball net at Etone School for the children.  Mr John Griffiths asked Mr Darren Shaw if a Junior Sports Officer had been elected.  Mr Darren Shaw stated that Chloe East had been elected.

Stats & Dues – Mrs Sharron Jacques stated that a letter had been issued to the new ralliers to obtain the outstanding dues as per the previous meeting.  Mrs Sharron Jacques stated that all outstanding dues had now been paid by the ralliers concerned.

Mr Steve Dane stated that he had produced a new Welcome Letter after the comments that were made at the previous meeting, for new ralliers. Mr Steve Dane stated that he would forward this document via e-mail to the Committee for their perusal.


ACTION: - Mr Steve Dane to forward the new Welcome Letter to all Committee members for their perusal.

7
Any Other Business
7.1 Mrs Nadine Shaw stated that she had discussed with Mr Steve Dane about changing the date of the Centres AGM for 2012, so the Centre can use the Paddock suite at Stratford Racecourse.  Electric hook up would also be available for the ralliers if they wished.  This was discussed by the Committee and a proposal was put forward by Mrs Nadine Shaw and seconded by Mr Shaun Jacques.  A vote was taken and carried unanimously.  Mr Shaun Jacques suggested that it be raised at the AGM this year, but Mr Steve Dane stated that this would be too late.  Mr Steve Dane suggested that it could be raised at the Noggin and Natter.

ACTION: - Mr Derek Shaw to approach Stratford Racecourse to see what dates are available for October 2012.

ACTION:- Mr Steve Dane to raise the change of date in October for the AGM in 2012 at the Noggin & Natter.
Mrs Nadine Shaw also asked about the notice board that was used to advertise rallies at flag.  The notice board belonged to Mrs Jane Burgoine, so Mrs Nadine Shaw will contact her to obtain this board if possible.

ACTION - Mrs Nadine Shaw to speak to Mrs Jane Burgoine about the notice board.
Mrs Nadine Shaw also stated that after discussions with Mrs Sylvia East that it was hard to hear what was being discussed at the meetings on the Dictaphone, and requested suggestions as to what could be done.  Various ideas were discussed by the Committee, including changing the venue for the meetings.  A suggestion was made by Mr Shaun Jacques for a venue change to Ryton Village Hall, which was previously used by the Committee for meetings.  This was discussed and decided that contact would be made to see how much Ryton Village Hall would cost.

7.2 Mr Paul Tomlinson asked if the missing pages under the disciplinary section had been found for the red rule book.  Mrs Brenda Dane stated that she had found the missing pages, but had not been able to complete the copies in time for this meeting.  Mrs Brenda Dane stated that she would get the missing pages done as soon as she could.

ACTION: - Mrs Brenda Dane to provide copies of the missing pages within the disciplinary section of the red rule book.

7.3 Mr John Griffiths stated that a few years ago the rally books were given to all the Committee members and they were distributed by hand rather than posting them to save money. This was discussed by the Committee and decided that the cost for postage needed to be found out first.  Mrs Brenda Dane stated that the rally books should be delivered from the printers within the next 2 weeks, so hopefully she will be bringing them to the Nether Whitacre rally at the end of January, and distribute them to everyone that is on the rally rather than posting them. 
ACTION: - Mrs Brenda Dane to bring the rally books to Nether Whitacre rally if received from the printers.

7.4 Mr Shaun Jacques asked what was happening with the Centres fire extinguishers, as he was prepared to pay £30 for them for his factory.  This was discussed, and the Committee were happy for Mr Shaun Jacques to purchase the fire extinguishers.

ACTION: - Mr Shaun Jacques to purchase the Centres fire extinguishers.

7.5 Mr Thomas East stated that the Gloucester Centre would be running a rally in Moreton in the Marsh when Mill Farm is taking place in Long Compton.  Mr Thomas East requested an invite to be sent to the Gloucester Centre inviting them to attend Mill Farm during the evening.

ACTION:-Mrs Brenda Dane to send an invite to the Gloucester Centre to attend Mill Farm during the evening.
Mr Thomas East stated that at Etone School people were parking their cars around the caravans.  He requested some form of signage to state that the area was a private function, just to make them aware.  This was discussed and decided that a sign could be tried out to try and stop this from happening.

7.6 Mrs Sylvia East asked if anything had happened with the Junior Committee Account book.  Mr Paul Tomlinson stated that he returned the form, signed when he attended the Turkey & Tinsel rally in December.

Mrs Brenda Dane stated that she had received an e-mail from Mrs Karen Shaw requesting her to draft a letter to be sent to the Building Society to amend the Junior Account signatories. Mrs Nadine Shaw would check with Mrs Wendy Madelin to make sure she had the form.
