Treasurer – Mrs Nadine Shaw presented her monthly report 
which showed the Centre funds for April .  The figures were 
accepted for the month.

Rally Secretary – Mr Derek Shaw stated that the programme for 2012 was coming along nicely, but a venue was still required for the Halloween weekend.   He also stated that rally officers were still required to run Kites Hardwick in August this year.



Mr Derek Shaw also stated that he had been informed that the National Rally for 2012 was going to be held at Eastnor Park.  He had received a suggestion for a follow on rally at Lenches Lakes, Evesham.  The site can be booked for a week, so a post rally for the National could be run as well.  Mr Mike Madelin asked if any electric hook ups would be provided.  Mr Derek Shaw stated that a few hook ups could be made available for the follow on but not the weekend.  This was discussed by the Committee and decided that a post rally would be a good idea to offer an alternative venue for the ralliers who do not wish to go to the National.



Mr Derek Shaw stated that he had received information about the rally that is taking place at Bearley Cross, Stratford during the weekend of 24th-26th June to say that the site had been doubled booked.  Mr Steve Dane stated that he was going to speak to the site owner to discuss what could be done.
