Minutes of Meeting 568 held at The Blacksmiths Arms, Ryton

Mrs Jane Burgoine opened the meeting at 7:40pm.

1. Apologies: Mr John Griffiths and Mrs Marianne Griffiths.

2 The minutes of Meeting 567 were accepted as a true record following insertion of the items below:-

567.5.1 - Darren Shaw Assistant JLO and Sports Officer.

567.6.4 – Last paragraph should of stated discussion of the disposal of the Clubs fire extinguishers to be discussed at a later date.

3 Matter Arising

567.6.2 – Mr Steve Dane highlighted that the Club still has not heard anything with regards to the Skegness Rally from CCHQ.  This was also confirmed by Mr Derek Shaw.

567.6.2 – Mrs Jane Burgoine asked how the invitations to the other clubs were progressing for the 4 x 4 Wagtail Rally and requested the invitations/flier be sent out as soon as possible to the other Centres.  Mr Steve Dane stated that he had produced a flier and forwarded it to Mr Thomas East for his perusal.

567.6.3 – Mrs Jane Burgoine mentioned that Mr Shaun Jacques requested a flier to be produced for the Children’s Party, which was completed by Mrs Jane Burgoine for the Notice Board.  This will also be advertised on the Website.

567.7.6 – Mrs Jane Burgoine requested that the suggestion for the Centre to supply West Midlands Caravans with a poster or flier to advertise the Club be discussed in Any Other Business.

4 Correspondence

4.1
Mr Diaper (CCHQ) confirming £500.00 cheque deposited with CCHQ bringing the balance to £4750.

4.2 Mr Richardson informing that the end of year distribution of the rally books to the other Centre Secretaries be completed by using the labels provided and the costs that are incurred will be reimbursed once an invoice has been received by CCHQ.

5 Reports

5.1 Treasurer: - Mrs Nadine Shaw presented the figures for November.  The figures were accepted.

5.2 Rally Secretary – Mr Derek Shaw confirmed that Barnstones would be cheaper for 2011 as the electricity cost would be included in the price.

He also stated that he still has not received confirmation about the Drayton Manor Rally and that he was going to be chasing Quorn Railway, as he does not have official confirmation that the rally is booked.

Mrs Karen Shaw requested that a booking form for the Cornwall Holiday Rally be placed on the website.

Mr Rob Penny suggested that the Cornwall Rally be advertised at flag during the early months or next year.

ACTION : Mrs Karen Shaw to produce flier for notice board and also website.

Mr Steve Dane stated that the Rally book had been passed to the Rally Secretary and Treasurer for their perusal before sending it to the printers.

He also stated that he has received quotes from the printers and the prices for 500 books would be £750 and 600 books just under £800.  It was confirmed that funding had already been received for advertising from White Arches, Age Concern and West Midlands Caravans.  

Mr Mike Madelin produced new rally sheets for the Rally Officers, which could be printed off electronically before a rally.  This was discussed at the meeting in detail highlighting various amendments.

ACTION: Mr Mike Madelin to produce amendments as highlighted.

5.3 Social Secretary - Mr Shaun Jacques stated that he has already received bookings for 20 children for the Christmas Party at the Snowdome in January 2010.  He stated that if the children had attended 6 rallies or more then their places were free.  He has also requested contact numbers for the families with children to inform them of the Christmas Party and also obtain the food orders for the children attending.

ACTION: Mrs Brenda Dane to provide the contact numbers.

ACTION: Mr Shaun Jacques to contact the relevant parties to establish numbers.

5.4 Rally Equipment Officer – Mr Rob Penny stated that the Centre gazebos were in the same state and as yet has not been able to purchase any suitable replacements.

Mrs Jane Burgoine stated that the Flag Pole base in Kit 1 needed replacing as it was damaged.  This was also confirmed by Mr Thomas East when used at Barnstones.  Mr Shaun Jacques stated he would make a new base for this flag pole.

ACTION: Mr Shaun Jacques to make new base.

Mr Rob Penny referred to the previous meeting when the Centre Fire Extinguishers where discussed as they are no longer used.  Guidance was sort of how to dispose of them.  Mrs Nadine Shaw suggested that the distributor ( Fix Fire) be contacted to see if they would take them back.

ACTION: Mrs Nadine Shaw to provide the contact details for Fix Fire.

ACTION: Mr Rob Penny to contact Fix Fire and report back at the next meeting.

5.5 Equipment Sales Officer – In the absence of Mr John Griffiths, Mr Derek Shaw stated that sales were going very well and on average between £60 and £80 have been raised.

Mrs Jane Burgoine asked if it would be a good idea to sell the fleeces and coats in the New Year.

Mr Thomas East asked about putting the equipment/fleeces on the website so everyone knew what was available.  Mr Derek Shaw stated that a catalogue is available and could be put on the website if requested.

Mr Rob Penny asked if umbrellas can be provided as part of the equipment sales as the Midlands Centre provide these.  Mr Derek Shaw stated that this could be done.

ACTION: Mr Thomas East to photograph items from catalogue to go on the website.

5.6
Sports Officer – Mr Darren Shaw requested a list of the sports equipment and where it was all situated.

Mrs Jane Burgoine suggested that a flier should be placed in the Brown Bear to assist this request.

Mrs Jane Burgoine also requested that the Rallies for the Cycling Tournament for the Juniors be decided and advertised with the Rallies in the new book.  

ACTION: Mr Darren Shaw and Mr Thomas East to discuss Cycling Tournament and advertise the relevant Rallies.

ACTION: Mr Darren Shaw to produce an ad to go in the Brown Bear. 

5.7
Junior Liaison Officer – Mrs Jane Burgoine stated that they had a meeting at Warwick and they had all decided to produce the calendars this year.  These have all been done and will hopefully be for sale at the Turkey & Tinsel Rally in December.  They also discussed the Cycling League and this idea was liked by all the Juniors.  They also discussed their badges and they liked the idea of the lanyards.  All details for the badges have been passed to Mr Thomas East for the engraving. 

Mr Thomas East stated that he has received a quotation for the lanyards and this would be £195 for 100 for up to 3 colours,metal clip and plastic breakaway.  Badges would be approximately 75p on top of this.

Mrs Nadine Shaw was happy with the quotation for the lanyards to be ordered and the badges obtained.

Mr Thomas East also suggested that the lanyards could be sold as part of the equipment, but in different colours to aid the layout cost.  This was discussed and Mr Thomas East was asked to establish if the order had to be in one colour or could the order be split 50/50.

ACTION: Mr Thomas East to order the lanyards and check if the order can be 50/50.

Statistics & Dues – Mrs Sharron Jacques had nothing to    report but advised that she would be starting the Top 10 Ralliers again in the New Year and this would be advertised in the Brown Bear.

6 Any Other Business
6.1 Mr Steve Dane stated that he attended the AMM to raise the concerns regarding non availability of Centre registration information for most of the year.  There had been no reference to the points raised in the December issue of the Club Magazine.  He was waiting for the minutes of the AMM to be circulated prior to the 2010 AMM before making any further comment.

Mr Steve Dane stated that the Club Magazine does not have the EWCC rallies printed for January 2010 nor the holiday rallies.  This information was forwarded before the deadline by Mr Steve Dane.  Mr Steve Dane to follow this up with the Club

Mr Steve Dane stated that he had received an e-mail from Mr Mick Greene, Webmaster regarding a company advertising plaques.  It was stated that the plaques can have any design or colour.  The Website address for this is razamaztags.co.uk.  Mrs Nadine Shaw stated that the minimum order for these would be 15 not 10 like present orders.

Mr Steve Dane stated that Mr Mick Greene had placed the plaque motifs on the website.  Mrs Nadine Shaw requested a guide of how to navigate around the website as she was unable to find the motifs easily.

Mr Rob Penny stated that while reading the Committee Members Briefing Document, no map of the Centre boundary line was available.  Mr Rob Penny had produced a copy of the map for the Committee.  Mrs Brenda Dane stated that the Briefing Document needed to be brought up to date and requested everyone to look through and advise of any changes that needed to be made.

Mr Rob Penny requested confirmation about the start and end time for generators to be running on the rally field as the Briefing Document stated between 8am – 6pm.  Mrs Jane Burgoine stated that this was a Caravan Club rule.  Mr Mike Madelin also asked about the running time for the generator if being used for a Social Event by the rally officers.  Mr Steve Dane stated that it was up to the rally officers discretion.

Mr Thomas East requested a list of all the trophies available and who actually had them.  Mrs Brenda Dane stated that she had most of them and suggested that the Engraving Officer would like to keep them.

Mrs Jane Burgoine stated that in the previous minutes a flier was going to be produced for West Midlands Caravans to enable advertising of the Club.  Mr Steve Dane agreed to design this flier.
