Minutes of Meeting 570 held at The Blacksmiths Arms, Ryton

Mrs Jane Burgoine opened the meeting at 7:40pm

1. Apologies: Mr Derek Shaw and Mrs Nadine Shaw.

569.5.4 – Mrs Jane Burgoine stated that the advert for the Brown Bear advertising the Fire Extinguishers had not been done, but will be provided for the next addition.

569.5.5 – Mr Thomas East stated that he has now received the catalogue and price list of items from Mr Derek Shaw.  Clarification needs to be sought from Mr Derek Shaw regarding the correct price for each item before it is scanned to go on the website.
