East Warwickshire Centre – The Caravan Club

Minutes of Meeting 569 held at The Blacksmiths Arms, Ryton

On Tuesday 12th January 2010

Mrs Jane Burgoine opened the meeting at 7:40pm.  She began by wishing the Committee a Happy New Year.

1. Apologies: Mr John Griffiths, Mrs Marianne Griffiths and Mr Mike Madelin.

2 The minutes of Meeting 568 were accepted as a true record following correction of a typographical error.

3 Matter Arising.

568.5.4 – Mr Rob Penny stated that he had contacted Fix Fire to see if they would be interested in buying the fire extinguishers back from the Centre.  Fix Fire was not interested in buying them, but would be happy to dispose of them.  Mrs Jane Burgoine suggested that an advert be placed in the Brown Bear to see if any Centre members would like to have one before they are disposed of.

568.5.4 – Mr Shaun Jacques stated that he has been unable to make the base for the flag pole as he has not received the pole.  Mr Rob Penny has looked at the base and this can be repaired without a new base being made and has agreed to action this.

ACTION: Mr Rob Penny to repair flag pole base.

568.5.5 – Mr Thomas East mentioned that he has now received the catalogue for the equipment/fleeces to be photographed and placed on the web, but is still awaiting a list of the items that are already being used.  Mr Derek Shaw will provide a list of items that are already being used.

ACTION: Mr Derek Shaw to provide list of items.

568.5.6 – Mr Darren Shaw stated that he has produced a flier for the Brown Bear to establish what sports equipment the Centre holds and where it is all situated, with a view to collecting it back for the use of the Junior Committee.

568.5.6 – Mr Thomas East stated that 8 rallies have been selected for the Cycling Tournament.  The flier has been produced for the tournament and has been distributed with the rally book.  Mrs Jane Burgoine suggested that it would be an idea to mention to the rally officers, who are running these rallies, that the tournament was going to be held.

ACTION: Mr Thomas East to contact rally officers.

568.5.7 – Mr Thomas East showed the samples of the lanyards that the Junior Committee would be receiving.  The cost for the medallion, engraving and lanyards will be approximately £3.87.

568.6.2 – Mr Steve Dane stated that a revised flier for the 4x4 Wagtail Rally had been received from Mr Thomas East which has been printed and distributed with the rally books to other Centres.

568.6.2 – Mrs Jane Burgoine stated that nothing has been received regarding the Skegness Rally and this needs to be chased as the rally may not go ahead.

ACTION: Mrs Brenda Dane to chase CCHQ regarding Skegness Rally.

568.6.4 – Mr Steve Dane stated that he had included in the rally book a small section on how to navigate around the web site to obtain the plaque motifs and when they need to be ordered by the rally officers.

568.6.6 – Mr Rob Penny stated that he e-mailed a copy of the Centres boundary map to Mrs Brenda Dane to be included in the Briefing Document as some do not have them included.

568.7.6 – Mr Steve Dane stated that the flier had been produced for West Midlands Caravans as previously discussed.

4 Correspondence

4.1
Mr Russell Hudson (CCHQ) confirmed that the rate of interest that will now be paid to centres will be 1% instead of 5% from 1st January 2010.

4.2 Mr Jon Laws (CCHQ) outlining the 2009 Centre Accounts preparation.

4.3 Mr Gary Diaper (CCHQ) confirming a repayment of £750 to Centre leaving a balance remaining with the club at £4000.

4.4 Mr Gary Diaper (CCHQ) confirming £111.03 interest was paid to the Centre between 1st July to 31st December 2009.

5 Reports

5.1 Treasurer - Mrs Nadine Shaw presented her monthly report stating the Centre Fund Total was subject to confirmation from the Accountants, which should be available at the next meeting in February.

5.2 Rally Secretary – Mr Derek Shaw stated that he had received confirmation from Mrs Marion Briggs regarding the cancellation of Eriba Glade during 15th – 17th January due to the weather conditions.

Mr Derek Shaw requested confirmation for various rallies for 2011.  He stated that he has not received any venues or dates for the fishing rallies or holiday rallies.  He also requested ideas for future rally venues.  Mrs Jane Burgoine suggested placing a flier in the Brown Bear and Mr Steve Dane stated this would be discussed at the Noggin & Natter in March.

Mrs Sharron Jacques had produced an attendance list for the rallies for 2009 stating the rallies that were most popular.
ACTION: Mrs Jane Burgoine to discuss rally venues at the Noggin & Natter  for 2011 and also produce an advert to be placed in the Brown Bear asking for ideas. 

Mr Derek Shaw also requested dates for the Turkey & Tinsel for 2011.  Mr Steve Dane stated that this would be discussed at the Noggin & Natter as new rally officers would be required.

Mr Steve Dane stated that the Quorn rally in February 2010 would now have new rally officers due to Mrs Nadine Shaw going in for her operation.  The rally would now be run by Mr Steve Dane and Mrs Brenda Dane and the Co-Officers would Mr Mike Madelin and Mrs Wendy Madelin.  Mr Steve Dane advised that he would contact the club to advise them of the change in rally officers.

ACTION: Mr Steve Dane to confirm change of rally officers for Quorn in February 2010.

Mr Derek Shaw also stated that prices have still not been set for Drayton Manor.  Drayton Manor has asked for an idea of how many vans would be attending before a price will be issued.  Mr Derek Shaw has contacted the rally officer, Mrs Claire Dougan, to ask how many vans she is looking to book, so a price can be obtained.

Mr Derek Shaw also stated that a price has not been fixed for Quorn and was awaiting confirmation of this.  Mr Steve Dane suggested looking at previous rally books and using that price as a guide.

5.3 Social Secretary – Mr Shaun Jacques reported 42 children confirmed for the Children’s Christmas Party at the Snowdome.  A final price had not been confirmed due to a last minute booking but they are looking at over £500.

Confirmation was also requested for non attendance and it was agreed with Mrs Jane Burgoine that if a genuine reason was given no charge would be made.

Mr Shaun Jacques suggested that feedback be obtained from the children attending with regards to the new idea for the 2010 Children’s Party.

Mr Shaun Jacques also suggested that the Centre purchase an Ipod station instead of using the heavy equipment for Socials.  This station can be charged each time it is used and its weight is approximately 9.3 kilos.  The cost for this is £150 from Maplins.  This was discussed and agreed by the Committee to purchase this item.

ACTION: Mr Darren Shaw to purchase Ipod Sound PA System.

Mr Rob Penny suggested that the Centre also purchase disco lights at the same time.  Mr Darren Shaw offered his disco lights if they were not being used instead of purchasing any.

Mr Shaun Jacques requested ideas for catering and entertainment for the forthcoming Noggin & Natter.  This was discussed by the committee and decided that a ploughmans, consisting of either ham or cheese would be provided for the adults and a picnic box for the children.  Mrs Jane Burgoine suggested that the catering be done by a few of the committee members.  Mrs Karen Shaw agreed to arrange this.  The entertainment would be back ground music from the new Ipod Sound PA System.  This was agreed by the Committee.  It was also decided to make a charge for the supper and this would be £2.50 per adult and £1.00 per child.  Mrs Jane Burgoine also suggested that tickets be made for this event, which was agreed.  Mr Shaun Jacques agreed to produce the tickets.  Each committee member was also asked to provide 2 raffle prizes for the raffle.  Mrs Sylvia East advised that Mrs June Cullen has offered a prize of a cuddly tiger and cub.

ACTION: Mrs Karen Shaw to organise a team to do the catering for the Noggin & Natter.

ACTION: Mr Shaun Jacques to make the tickets.

5.4 Rally Equipment Officer – Mr Rob Penny stated that he has got all of the equipment and he will be looking through it to check if anything needs to be repaired or replaced before the equipment is reused.

Mr Shaun Jacques confirmed that he had received a copy of the Social Equipment list from Mr Rob Penny but has not had chance to look at it.

Mrs Nadine Shaw stated that they were short on the Rally Equipment Sheets that are put in the envelopes for the rally officers.  Mr Rob Penny stated that a new sheet was going to be produced for Rally Equipment and also Social Equipment.

5.5 Equipment Sales Officer – In the absence of Mr John Griffiths, Mr Derek Shaw stated that a profit of £300 had been made during last year.  He also stated that there was around £600 worth of stock.

Mrs Jane Burgoine suggested that she would like to see the fleeces being included in this.  Mr Derek Shaw stated he had brought the catalogue for Mr Thomas East and as previously discussed he would provide the list of prices as soon as possible.

ACTION: Mr Derek Shaw to provide list of prices for catalogue.

Mr Derek Shaw stated that he was going to purchase some rock pegs and asked for approval.  Mrs Jane Burgoine suggested obtaining 10 to see if they sell.

5.6 Brown Bear Editor – In the absence of Mrs Marianne Griffiths, Mrs Jane Burgoine stated that a copy of the Brown Bear should be available for February at Warwick Marching Girls.

5.7 Sports Officer – Mr Darren Shaw had nothing to report.

5.8
Junior Liaison Officer – Mrs Jane Burgoine had nothing to report, but hopes to hold a meeting at Warwick Marching Girls, but this would depend upon how many of the Junior Committee were rallying.


Mrs Jane Burgoine also congratulated Mr Darren Shaw on the performance of the Warwick Warriors at the New Year Rally. 


Mrs Jane Burgoine also requested an update on the Junior badges and lanyards from Mr Thomas East.  Mr Thomas East stated that the engraving would be ready for collection by 15th February, but he was having problems in contacting the company that would be providing the lanyards, due to the weather.  Hopefully everything will be ready in time for the Children’s Party on 24th January.

5.9
Statistics and Dues Officer – Mrs Sharron Jacques presented the Top Ten Ralliers Report and gave the list to Mrs Jane Burgoine.  Mrs Sharron Jacques also completed the list of ralliers that are due a Loyalty Plaque, which totals 12.  Mrs Sharron Jacques also stated that if any Friendship Plaques need to be obtained by the ralliers, then the plaques would need to be counted.  Mrs Jane Burgoine suggested an advert be placed in the Brown Bear stating that Loyalty Plaques do not need to be counted, but if a Friendship Plaque is required they need to advise no later than the Quorn Rally in February.

ACTION: Mrs Jane Burgoine to place an advert in the Brown Bear regarding Friendship Plaques.

Mrs Sharron Jacques requested approval to compile an attendance sheet for all children that attend rallies, to enable the Social Secretary to establish which children qualify for a free place when organising the Children’s Party each year.  This was agreed.

6 Briefing Document



Mrs Brenda Dane provided a list of amendments that had been highlighted in the Briefing Document, which were discussed in length by the committee. Areas that need to be looked at during the next meeting were fundraising ideas/raffles, and whether the amount of rallies attended should be reduced to obtain the Loyalty Plaque.  Mrs Jane Burgoine also requested that all committee members look at their own job description in the Briefing Document and note any changes that need to be made and forward to Mrs Brenda Dane before the next meeting in February.



ACTION: All committee members to look at own job description in Briefing Document before next meeting and also look at ideas for raffles and the Loyalty/Friendship Plaques.

7 Any Other Business

7.1 Mr Darren Shaw stated that the Caravan Club Membership Renewal does not state anywhere of how to register with the club.  Mr Steve Dane stated that he will be attending the Central Region Committee Meeting on Wednesday 13th January and this will be mentioned.

7.2 Mrs Karen Shaw stated that she was receiving a lot of interest from other Centres regarding the holiday rally in Cornwall.  Mrs Karen Shaw had produced 5 posters and it was requested that Centre ralliers place a poster in their caravan windows to make sure the Centre members do not miss out as only 30 places were available.

7.3 Mr Thomas East stated that a disclaimer needed to be produced for the Cycling Tournament to cover the Centre and this is to be discussed with Mr Darren Shaw.  Mrs Jane Burgoine also suggested that a parental form also be produced for the parents to sign to cover the Centre.  Mr Thomas East also suggested advertising the tournament in the Brown Bear.

ACTION: Mr Thomas East and Mr Darren Shaw to produce a disclaimer and Parental Form.

ACTION: Mr Thomas East to provide advert for the Brown Bear.

7.4 Mr Thomas East requested advertising ideas for the Warwick Girls Marching Band in February.  Mrs Jane Burgoine suggested advertising this at the Children’s Party.

7.5 Mr Thomas East also requested the possibility of borrowing large pots for Warwick Girls for the catering.  Mrs Nadine Shaw advised that she may have one.

7.6 Mrs Jane Burgoine requested that the Minutes for the meetings from September to December 2009 be e-mailed to Mr Mick Greene so they can be put on the Web Site.
