Minutes of Meeting 574 held at The Blacksmiths Arms, Ryton

In the absence of Mrs Jane Burgoine, Mr Steve Dane opened the meeting at 7:38pm.

1. Apologies: Mrs Jane Burgoine.

5.5 The minutes of Meeting 573 were accepted as a true record following corrections of typographical errors and the insertion of the item below:-

5 Reports

5.6 Treasurer – Mrs Nadine Shaw presented her monthly report, which showed the Centre funds to be very healthy.  The Figures were accepted for the month, but concerns were raised about the Children’s fund for the Christmas Party, as many more children were now out on the rally field.  Mrs Sharron Jacques stated that she already had 21 children who qualified for the free place for the Children’s Party.
5.7 Rally Secretary – Mr Derek Shaw stated that he had contacted the Shrubbery, Lyme Regis for a holiday rally during July 2011.  He also stated that he had not heard anything back from White House Farm, Radway.  Confirmation had been received from Marston Edge, Horse & Jockey and also Coopeys Farm, which has now been booked.  Mr Derek Shaw is also looking into booking a holiday rally in the Gower for 2011.

5.8 Mr Thomas East suggested that now the National for 2011 had been announced as being in Yorkshire it would be a nice idea to have a Follow on rally in that area.  Mr Thomas East stated that he would be more than happy to spend a weekend in Yorkshire to find a suitable venue.  Mr Steve Dane stated that he was already in discussion with Mr Derek Shaw about a suitable venue for the Follow on rally during 2011.  

5.9 Mr Steve Dane suggested that when the rally programme for 2011 was complete that Mr Derek Shaw provide copies of the programme, so ralliers can look and decide before the Rally Officers Meeting in September, whether they would like to run a rally.  Mr Derek Shaw agreed to do this once it was complete.

5.10 ACTION:- Mr Derek Shaw to provide copies of the Rally programme for 2011 once completed to find potential rally officers before the Rally Officers Meeting in September.

5.1 Social Secretary –Mr Shaun Jacques asked Mr Thomas East about the gazebos that he had viewed before purchasing his own replacement.  Mr Thomas East stated that one had been purchased from Macro, but none as yet have been purchased for the Centre.  Mrs Nadine Shaw stated that they would return to Macro to purchase a further 2 gazebos if requested.  Mr Thomas East stated that they were good quality but possibility not as strong, but not as heavy.  Mr Shaun Jacques requested that Mr Thomas East bring the gazebo out to Horley Scout Camp so the quality could be checked before purchasing for the Centre.
ACTION:-Mr Thomas East to bring his gazebo to Horley Scout Camp.

Mr Shaun Jacques asked Mr Rob Penny about the cheese cutter.  Mr Rob Penny stated that this still needed to be actioned.

5.11 Mr Shaun Jacques stated that he had produced a certificate to be presented to children who have done 6 or more rallies, to allow them to have a free place at the Children’s Christmas Party.  This was shown to the Committee and discussed with minor amendments to be done.   Mr Shaun Jacques stated that he would print more and present to the children that have qualified.

ACTION:-Mr Shaun Jacques to print certificates to be presented to the children who have done 6 rallies.

Mr Shaun Jacques suggested that any of the bottles that were left over from the tombola at the Chairman’s rally be used to raise money to help the children’s fund.  This was discussed and agreed that the bottles could be used.

5.2 Rally Equipment Officer – Mr Rob Penny had nothing to report, but Mrs Nadine Shaw stated that the signs were getting damaged and need replacing.  Mr Rob Penny stated that he would bring the spare signs out to Horley Scout Camp.

ACTION: - Mr Rob Penny to bring the spare signs out to Horley Scout Camp.

Mr Thomas East also stated that the equipment tin was very short on the metal pins for putting the signs out and marking places for the van to be pitched on the rally field.  Mr Rob Penny stated that he would also bring some more of these out to Horley Scout Camp.

ACTION:- Mr Rob Penny to bring some spare metal pins for putting the signs out to Horley Scout Camp.

Mr Derek Shaw asked who was responsible for putting the minutes on the flag pole.  This was discussed by the Committee and it was decided that Mrs Sylvia East would provide a copy at each meeting once any amendments were made.

ACTION:- Mrs Sylvia East to provide amended copy of Minutes from previous meeting to go on the flag pole.

5.12 Equipment Sales Officer – Mr Derek Shaw stated that sales were going well and that he sold around £80 worth of goods during the Follow on rally.  Mr Derek Shaw also stated that he and Mr Thomas East spoke to the company that produces the Centres fleeces etc at the National.  It was decided to increase the amount of goods that can be sold.  Mr Derek Shaw and Mr Thomas East ordered various items from this company to see if they will sell within the Centre.

5.13 Brown Bear Editor –Mrs Marianne Griffiths stated that the Brown Bear will be out at Horley Scout Camp once she has received all the articles.
5.14 Sports Officer – Mr Darren Shaw had nothing to report.

Mr Rob Penny also asked if it was a good idea to put the Top Ten Ralliers on the website.  This was discussed and agreed by the Committee.  Mr Rob Penny also suggested that a copy of the rallies for 2011 be placed on the website once finalised, so ralliers that cannot attend the Rally Officers Meeting in September have the opportunity to run a rally if they wish.  This was discussed by the Committee and agreed.

ACTION:- Mrs Sharron Jacques to provide the Top Ten Ralliers list to go onto the web.
ACTION:-Mr Derek Shaw to provide the rally programme for 2011 to be placed on the website once finalised.

Mrs Nadine Shaw requested that a note be placed on the website to state that anyone can attend the Rally Officers Meeting in September, as many thought it was only for the ralliers that have run rallies during that year.

ACTION:-Mr Rob Penny to place a note on the website to advise that the Rally Officers Meeting is open to anyone.

Mr Steve Dane suggested that a link be attached to the rally programme to enable ralliers to access google maps to pinpoint the rally destination.  Mr Rob Penny stated that he has had a look at this and this could be applied in the future.

ACTION: - Mr Rob Penny to look at including a google map link to the rally programme.

6 AGM


The forthcoming AGM was discussed by the Committee.  Mr Derek Shaw confirmed that the John Kennedy Suite at Stratford Race Course was booked for this event.  Mr Shaun Jacques requested information regarding the entertainment that had been booked for the evening by Mrs Jane Burgoine.  As Mrs Jane Burgoine was not present, Mr Shaun Jacques stated that he would discuss this at Horley Scout Camp.  Mr Shaun Jacques also wanted to establish how long Mr Jeff Smith was going to be on for and what other entertainment was required.  Mr Thomas East suggested a disco be provided for the children during the evening as well.  This was discussed and Mr Darren Shaw agreed to do a disco.  Mr Mike Madelin also suggested that the Junior Band play during part of the evening as well.  This was also discussed and agreed.
