3 Matters Arising

Mr Thomas East stated that the trophies would be presented at the Junior AGM but be on display at the AGM on the Sunday morning.

5 Reports

5.1 Treasurer – Mrs Nadine Shaw presented her monthly report, which showed the Centre funds to be healthy.  The figures were accepted for the month.  Mrs Nadine Shaw stated that the charity was standing at £1,346.23, but more money is still due to come in.  Mrs Nadine Shaw requested that an appeal be put out at the next rally requesting that all charity money be brought in before the AGM.  Mrs Nadine Shaw also commented on the problems that had occurred with the pre-paid rallies, Redruth and Eastnor Castle.  She stated that payments were still being received on the rally field when the rally should of been paid in full before attending.  Mrs Nadine Shaw pointed out her concerns that Rally Officers do not have insurance cover for cash received and stored in their vans until it can be taken to the bank.  Mrs Nadine Shaw requested the views of the Committee with regards to pre-paid rallies and refunds should they wish to leave early as she wished to raise this matter at the AGM.  This was discussed and it was decided that the rallies should be paid before the rally takes place and by a specified date, no refunds should be issued if the ralliers change their minds, unless a genuine reason was put forward and last minute bookings need to be paid via a cheque only.
ACTION:- Mrs Nadine Shaw to discuss pre-paid rallies at the AGM.
5.2 Mrs Nadine Shaw also stated that VAT is going to rise to 20% in January.  The admin fee that is charged includes VAT at 17.5%.  Mrs Nadine Shaw suggested that the admin fee stays the same but the Centre pays out of the admin the 20% VAT.  Mrs Nadine Shaw reiterated again that is was vital for all Rally Officers to provide VAT receipts with the Rally return form.

5.3 Rally Secretary – Mr Derek Shaw stated that a May Day rally had now been found, and this would either be for the weekend or for 5 days.  Mr Derek Shaw also stated that a letter had been received from Riverside Caravan Park in Stratford Upon Avon.  The letter stated that the field that is normally used at Riverside will no longer be used and the Centre would now be on Rayfields.  The charge for this per night would be £9.00 plus £2.50 for electric.  This was discussed by the Committee and it was decided to continue with the Rally at Riverside.  Mr Derek Shaw also stated that the Holiday Rally for 2011 had been booked for The Gower.  The Gower is in the National Park in Wales so planning permission would need to be sought from the Rally Secretary of the West Wales Centre.  Mr Derek Shaw stated that he is trying to contact him to obtain this information.
Action:- Mr Derek Shaw to contact the Rally Secretary of the West Wales Centre to obtain planning permission for the holiday rally in The Gower.

Mr Derek Shaw stated that Eastnor Castle has been booked for 2011 and it will be £6.00 per night.

Mrs Jane Burgoine stated that she had received a message from Debbie Unit regarding the rally at The Marching Girls Band in Warwick, requesting whether the Centre would be rallying on the site in November.  Mrs Jane Burgoine requested that contact should be made to confirm the booking.  Mr John Griffiths stated that he would contact her regarding the booking.

ACTION:- Mr John Griffiths to contact Debbie Unit regarding the booking for The Marching Girls Band in Warwick.
5.4 Social Secretary –Nil report.
5.5 Rally Equipment Officer – Mr Rob Penny stated that various equipment had been distributed for various rallies during the holiday period and requested an update as to were all the items were.   Mr Rob Penny also stated that one of the flag pole bags was damaged and this would be replaced while the other flag bag is repaired.

Mr Thomas East stated that problems had occurred with people coming onto the rally field at Long Compton and turning round.  Mr Thomas East suggested a sign be produced saying ‘EWCC only’.

5.5 Equipment Sales Officer – Mr John Griffiths stated that he had a good weekend for sales at Noon Hill Farm.  

6 Mr Derek Shaw also stated that during the Holiday Rally at Redruth and also Eastnor Castle be managed to sell the stock that he took and the amount he raised was just short of £100.

7 Brown Bear Editor –Mrs Marianne Griffiths stated that the Brown Bear would be available at Bretford.  Mrs Marianne Griffiths also reiterated that plaques should be ordered no later than 6.30pm on the Monday before the rally and if a special plaque is required please order 2 weeks in advance not the week before.  Mrs Marianne Griffiths also stated that the printer that she uses to produce the Brown Bear and information for the AGM will need to be replaced.  Mrs Jane Burgoine suggested that if anyone was passing a PC world or computer shop to obtain leaflets on prices etc.
